· Engage in any physical or emotional abuse ‐ fighting, hitting, pushing, teasing or any type of bullying.   
· Consume, possess or supply any drugs, alcohol, tobacco or illegal substance.
· Use a cell phone during camp hours unless I have been granted permission by the Head Instructor.
· Refrain from horseplay. This includes shouting and or running on GYC property, running on, or jumping off, or pushing others off the docks, throwing sand, stones, rocks, needless capsizing, intentional boat bumping 
· Remain within the defined boundaries for junior sailing activities on land and water 
· Wear a life jacket and appropriate water shoes at all times on, around or near the docks, launch areas and the water    
· Treat all GYC property with care: 
· Keep the clubhouse, bathrooms, docks and club grounds clean and tidy –pick up trash 
· Treat the club boats and sailing equipment with care: avoid loss or damage by being responsible, attentive and mindful, stow all boats neatly, return all equipment to its appropriate place in the shed after use and report any loss or damage to any equipment to an instructor
